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Treaty Recognition’s Week – November 1 – 7th
In 2016, Ontario passed legislation declaring the first week of November as Treaties Recognition Week. This annual event honours the importance of treaties and helps students and residents of Ontario learn more about treaty rights and relationships. Treaties are legally binding agreements that set out the rights, responsibilities and relationships of First Nations and the federal and provincial governments. They form the basis of the relationship between Indigenous and non-Indigenous people. Although many treaties were signed more than a century ago, treaty commitments are just as valid today as they were then.

 

First Nations were the original occupants of this land we call Ontario. The British Crown (government) and First Nations negotiated and signed treaties with the intent of delivering mutual benefits. First Nations signed as independent, self-governing nations.

 

Much of Canada exists under treaty agreements for shared use of the land between Indigenous and non-Indigenous people. Treaties "define ongoing rights and obligations" for everyone who lives in Canada. The first treaty signed in what is now known as Canada was in 1701, between Indigenous Communities and the British Crown. It was for the British Colonies of North America. The first treaty signing with the Canadian Government was in 1871. The most recent treaty signing in Canadian history was between the Cree Nation and the Canadian Government in 2018.

 

Treaties uphold Indigenous rights to land, resources, water, health care, education and much more. These treaties, signed by previous and current governments, include everyone   who lives in Canada. Everyone is responsible            to uphold treaty rights.

 

Through education and by learning more about our collective treaty rights and obligations, we can create greater understanding and nurture these relationships.

 

Treaty Recognition Week begins on Monday November 1.  It is important to acknowledge this week in our schools.  Through education,                   we can continue to move forward towards truth and reconciliation[image: image5.png]
